Did you know that St. Elizabethôs has a library? 
 
Itõs a small one, on the lower level down the hall with the atriums. But itõs there, and 
we have an interesting collection of books. Of course, the subjects are what you might 
expect: a variety of Bibles, history of the Christian church, theology, and other aspects 
of spirituality. I enjoy browsing it, because itõs a compact collection of a kind you donõt 
normally find in a public library or bookstore.  

 

On Sunday mornings, the Level II atrium often uses the library room as an annex for 
presentations, because we have so many children in the atriums. Usually, the room is 
empty before and after the service, as well as during the week when the office is open.

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As you   might imagine, while the vestry continues 
to meet over the summer, attendance is 

light. So it is that at the September vestry meeting, we 
typically have the full complement of members and have a 
chance to reconnect, to reacquaint ourselves with each 
other and the tasks that lay before us. At the center of our 
September meeting agenda was the question: òWhat has 
your attention?ó The question was open ended. Vestry 
members could talk about what had their attention in their 
personal lives  or in the world as well as in the life of the 
church.  

 

What has your attention? It is a good question and asks us 
not only to do a mental inventory of where we have been, 
where we are, and where we are going. The question as 
well requires of us something of a gut check.  

 

I have been reading some of Parker Palmerõs writings in 
recent days. He is a Quaker retreat leader, teacher, and 
writer who reminds us that the nurture of 
our inner life helps us navigate the demands 
of the world we live in.  What attracts our 
attention depends in part on how well we 
are listening to our gut, the ground of our 
being, what he calls òthe place within us 
deeper than our intellects, our inner 
teacheró, as it were, the part of us that 
somehow knows at a gut level before our 
brains know where we need to focus.  

 

As Palmer says, we often avoid that inner 
place because it is where our fear resides. 
Instead we fill our lives with distractions, 
things to do and places to go, blocking our 
access to the insights that might scare us but 
could also save us. The purpose of paying attention to our 
inner life is to give ourselves access to those deeper 
sources of knowing that can help us find our way through 
what we fear; because our inner landscape offers us much 
more than fear. Our inner landscape also offers us places 
of hope, peace, forgiveness, gratitude, insight, and 
connection, places where we can stand not because we 
donõt have fear, but because our fear need not define us, 
overwhelm us, and cut us off from the rest of ourselves.  

 

A faith community is one of the rare places where 
exploration and nurture of the inner life is valued, 
encouraged and supported.  A faith community, however, 
also is bustling with activity. I believe that we can focus 
our attention appropriately only to the extent that we 
listen first to our inner teacher in that place within us 

deeper than our intellects that knows 
before our brains know where we 
should direct our attention.  

The part of the country in which we 
live goes from zero to 60 MPH the 
day after Labor Day. The volume of 
traffic quadruples. A tidal wave of responsibilities washes 
over us, and our response is to become very task oriented. 
We tend to focus on strategies, schedules, and the ever-
present òTo-Doó list. That deep place of knowing within 
each one of us, òthe place within us deeper than our 
intellects, our inner teacher,ó is often a casualty of our busy
-ness, but we disregard it at our own peril.  As 
counterintuitive as it might seem to let go of the òTo-Doó 
list at least once a week if not once a day and take some 
quiet time to simply listen to what your inner teacher has 
to say, such a practice will help to focus your attention 
where it truly needs to be focused.  

 

To support you in your practice, the 
church will be reserved as quiet space 
on Sunday mornings for reflection 15 
minutes before the service begins.  
While the adult choir may still be 
rehearsing, they will not be conversing. 
Doors to the sanctuary will be closed to 
minimize noise from the halls and 
narthex. Those who would like to chat 
during that time are encouraged to go 
to the parish hall for coffee and tea and 
conversation, entering the church 
closer to 10 AM.  

 

Other opportunities for reflection 
include the monthly menõs group 

which meets on the third Saturday of the month; the Bible 
study on Tuesday mornings at 10; and the Healing Prayer 
group that meets on Thursday afternoons at 2:15. We will 
offer an Advent quiet morning on December 12 th. The 
Catechists will go on an overnight retreat in October. In 
addition, the clergy have copious resources to help you to 
develop your own practice of listening to your inner 
teacher.  

 

A faith community is one of the rare places where 
exploration and nurture of the inner life is valued, 
encouraged and supported.  I hope you will take 
advantage of what we have to offer or suggest the 
additional or different practices you need to feed your 
soul.

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At the vestry   meet ing  on Monday, 
September 21st, we began 

with a discussion of what has caught our attention 
recently both personally and at St. Elizabethõs. While 
many of us noted the flurry of activities that keep us 
busy this time of year, we all agreed that the excitement 
and enthusiasm of the first day of church school was a 
blessing and cause for celebration. Several vestry 
members commented that the COGS information 
session on September 19th was fabulous ð òeye-openingó 
and informative. If you are a parent of a COGS student 
(level 1, 2 or 3) who was unable to make it to the 
meeting, donõt miss the follow -up presentation on 
October 4th!  

 

After we unanimously adopted the Vestry Stewardship 
Statement (printed in the Stewardship article of this 
issue of the Mantle,) Jonas Barciauskas gave an update 
on Adult Education. He highlighted the offerings this 
fall òWho Do You Say That I am? ð Images of Our Lord 
Jesus,ó and noted that they are considering having a 
series on Faith in the Workplace. In her Rectorõs report, 
Barbara informed us that the Newcomers Committee 
has been hard at work contacting everyone who has 
been coming to St. Eõs since January of 2008.  

Valerieõs Assistant Rectorõs Report highlighted the 
many areas in which she has been active in the past 
months. Not only is she a liturgical assistant to Barbara, 
preaching and celebrating on a regular basis, but she 
has also served as a liaison to the COGS program, 
attending their monthly meetings and supporting the 
catechists. To facilitate this role, Valerie attended a week
-long Level 1 COGS training session in June. She is 
currently planning pre -COGS programming as a way to 
support parents of infants and toddlers who will soon 
be joining the Level 1 atrium. In addition, Valerie is 
assisting with Adult Education and the 
Communications Committee, providing pastoral 
support to the Career Networking group and exploring 
the possibility of starting a Pastoral Care Team.  

 

Finally, the vestry approved the August Treasurerõs 
Report which showed a slight improvement in cash 
flow, but still reflects a great need for a successful Fall 
Fair and year end appeal.

Keeping Our Children Safe  
 

Just   as we talk with children about how to stay safe when crossing the street or shopping in a busy store, we 
know we should talk with children about how to keep their bodies safe. Although this can be a confusing and 

scary subject to think about, much less discuss with our children, the best time to talk about sexual abuse is before your 
child is in a potentially dangerous situation. We would like to support you in your efforts to do just that. As a follow -up to 
the Safe Church guidelines adopted by St. Elizabethõs, we will be holding an informational meeting with parents of young 
children (ages kindergarten through fifth grade) to talk about sexual abuse awareness and prevention.  
 

In the meeting for parents, lasting no more than an hour, we will show two short sections of a video program used in some 
public schools, one for parents and one for children. We will then discuss the content and share ways to talk with children 
about staying safe. The messages for children relate to assertiveness, trusting their instincts, and heightening their 
awareness of safe choices.  
 

We will also hold a meeting, lasting no more than 45 minutes, for children kindergarten through fifth grade age (roughly 5
-11 years old). The children will see the video you previewed at the parent meeting and then a discussion will follow to 
reinforce the basic concepts of trusting their instincts and asking for help.  
 

Please contact Peg in the office if you would like to attend the parent meeting on Sunday, November 8th at 1 PM  . If you 
would like to include your child(ren) in the discussion for children on Saturday, November 21st at 9 AM , please let Peg 
know who will be coming and what grade they are in.

Vestry Notes by Nancy Kimble, Co-Warden 
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Share the Joy - Stewardship 2009 by Lisa Barnes 

I am very  happy to share some exciting news with everyone! Nationally, person
-to-person giving is up. Volunteerism is way up. The economic 

downturn has created new faces of charitable giving, and as we enter into a traditional 
òstewardship seasonó at St. Elizabethõs, the unstable economy has created an 
unmistakable opportunity to look at things in a bright, new light!   As we flip the prism 
around and look at St. Eõs from a fresh perspective, we can see differently, we can see 
more, and welcome more, and joyously open ourselves to each other and to God, thus 
honoring our baptismal covenant.  

Our annual Stewardship Campaign kicks off on Sunday, Oct 4 but there is already 
plenty of stewardship going on.   Have you noticed how your Mantle and weekly 
bulletins are written, edited, copied, folded, stapled and mailed? Thatõs a result of 
Stewardship.  What about the music and preaching on Sunday mornings or the 
renovated kitchen and new furnace in the rectory?  And the monthly donations of food and time and fellowship 
parishioners give to the local food pantry and Salvation Army Soup Kitchen? Stewardship again. And the pilgrimage 
our Journey to Adulthood (J2A) youth went on in July? Stewardship was at work there, too.   Observe routine events 
as well as special activities parishioners are involved in - inside the church walls and out - and you can be sure God's 
love for us is at the core of it. The fact of the matter is that while we may be kicking off a òcampaignó and entering 
into a òstewardship seasonó, stewardship and the care-taking of St. Elizabethõs, each other and the wider world is 
going on 365 days a year.  From the challenges we face (when will we ever be able to pave the parking lot?) to the 
fruits of our donations of time, talent and treasure, we are all care takers of our fine, spiritual home.   

Take a moment and examine any preconceived notions you may hold about who should be 
active in a stewardship campaign.  Would it be best managed by òRegularsó who attend 
services every Sunday? By a Stewardship Committee?  The Clergy? The Vestry? Other adults 
and long-standing members in leadership roles? Well, of course! But who else?  What about 
the delightful 2 year olds who, every week carefully put back all of the toys and books they 
have enjoyed during their time in the nursery?   And the children in Catechesis of the Good 
Shepherd (COGS) who look after the sacred items they work with and learn about each 
week?  Are they not in a position to contribute as stewards of our church? What about those 
who work diligently and fastidiously behind -the-scenes on the Altar Guild? Or Newcomers 
with untapped talents and expertise in certain areas?  Or those without formal training but 
who can bring an enthusiasm, zeal and elbow grease to a project that turns an at bat into a 
home run? Or the wise one with a quiet, carefully chosen word of advice or comfort for 
anyone with ears to hear? Show me any member of our St Elizabethõs community and I will 
show you a Steward of that community.       

Grateful, joy -filled giving is a big change in our approach to Stewardship, and some may (publicly or privately) not 
like it.   Itõs no different from those who have privately or publicly not liked the way stewardship campaigns have 
been done in the past. And Iõm OK with shaking the tree a bit at ST Eõs; part of itõs appeal is that it has always felt like 
a safe place to try out new ways of thinking and feeling, a safe place to lay bare oneõs most raw and tender fears and 
feelings. And the success of our new, imperfect path will not be best measured this year ð wiser minds suggest it 
takes at least three years for a parish to settle in to this kind of change. 

To speak plainly, in this new Stewardship model, we are saying òNoó to òpledge driveó (such hard wordsé where is 
the joy in those words?) And òNoó to an exclusive, finite number of folks on a òStewardship Committeeó (Every 
parishioner  is a contributing member of this committee!) òNoó to notions like òI canõt give anything this yearó (You 
already are! Your presence in our community is a gift!   Let us help you see that!) òNoó to guilt.  (There is no room for 
this in our JOY-filled model. Some have already achieved guilt -free giving. Others aspire to it. Watch this space next 
month for tips about the Joy of giving till it hurts!)

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With all of those òNoõsó what are we saying òYesó to? Grateful, joy-filled giving.   òYesó to inviting curiosity and 
conversation about the many ways our God-given gifts are best used by giving them away. òYesó to inquisitive and 
respectful conversations about giving with your household members, friends and fellow parishioners. Thoughtful, 
creative and honest face-to-face (not in-your -face) communications around the issue of money.  òYesó to transparency 
with respect to how this new methodology will play out, and the flexibility to include ideas and gifts received along the 
way. There is real and challenging goal-setting, and there will be multi -media reporting on our progress this fall, as well 
as the continuation of the strict adherence to the ethical standards of financial confidentiality.  

òWhere your treasure is, there your heart will be also.(Matt. 6:21) If you, like me, treasure our home at St Elizabethõs, join me 
in seeing your new role as a steward and care taker in its ongoing sustainability. We are off in a new direction, 
embarking on an exciting journey.   Join in as we say òYesó to the journey, to joy, and to grateful giving.

(http://www.concordcrop.org/) in Concord. This is a 
wonderful opportunity for St. E's to join together in fellowship 
and support a major fundraising event of Church World 
Service(CWS). The starting point will be at the Trinitarian 
Congregational Church on Walden Street and passes over the 
Old North Bridge. Church World Service aids disaster victims, 
provides refugee assistance, and provides sustainable self-help 
and development programs throughout the world. 75% of the 
money raised by the Concord CROP Walk is contributed to 
CWS.
